This aromatic combination of yellow apple
slices and waxy Crayolas takes me back to
an elementary school playtime snack.
Louise's acidity is bracing, creating a snappy
texture accompanying its pear, cinnamon
and saline flavors. A savory buttered and
seared sea scallop note swims in the
background in delicious fashion. This
Chardonnay demands to be poured with
something special, whether a dish or an
occasion.
